Our students can conduct their Practical Training in a number of fields including: public health, 

programme coordination, environment assessment and management, information, research, cultural 

heritage sites and other social sciences related fields. 



Kindly be informed that there will be no costs on your part, unless the costs are for operations linked to 

the activities of your institution/organization. The College will maintain contacts with your institution for 

the duration of the Practical Training. A supervisor from the College will visit your institution to supervise the 

students for a few days during the eight weeks of Practical Training. Students are required to undergo a 

supervised Practical Training and expected to; 

 Apply theoretical knowledge acquired in classroom to solve real life problems. 

 Learn and follow the host institution’s rules and adapt to the working environment. 

 Acquire appropriate work experience to complement academic training. 

 Fully observe and participate in PT tasks/ assignments given by the supervisor of the host institution. 

 Appreciate services and guidance rendered. 

 Demonstrate discipline, creativity, accountability, confidentiality, and responsible conduct, respect 

and zeal in learning working skills.
